Microphone Positioning:

Best results will be achieved with the microphone positioned 3 to 6 inches below the neckline. Typical locations
are on the lapel, shirt collar, or on the shirt directly below the chin. You should avoid covering the microphone with
any cloth or other material as this may change the frequency response characteristic of the microphone.

If mechanical noise from the cable is detected, it may be minimized by looping the cable up and through the dual
tie clip as shown in the picture on page 1, or by immobilizing the cable against the talker’s body.
